Two private parties (Reliance Jio and VVodafone) attended the meeting but they were asked
to leave, as they were not qualified for bidding as per the tender terms.

BSNL and STPI requested the removal of ‘ISP should have 1SO27001 Certified” and
committee approved it.

It was decided the Integrity Pact is needed to be signed by the prospective vendors as well
as the competent authority from Bose Institute before uploading the tender documents and
bank guarantee format for EMD submission would be provided to vendors on request.

All vendors requested for quarterly payment instead of half yearly payment, which was
accepted by the committee

EMD amount was to read as INR 2 lakhs in the whole bidding document.

BSNL requested for exemption of EMD and the committee opined that it was not possible
as per procurement rules.
